As we start a new term, we wish to inform you of some noteworthy 
information. 
 
1.0 COVID 19 PREVENTIVE MEASURES 

The School will endeavor to provide a safe environment for all 
learners and ensure that the health guidelines as provided by the 
Ministry of Health are adhered to. The following measures have been 
put in place: 

 Social Distancing 
The furniture in all classrooms has been arranged in such a 
manner that social distance is maintained among our 
learners. In that vein at certain grade levels, some classes 
have been split.  
Learners from Nursery to Grade 2 will be picked up from their 
classrooms whereas the Upper School learners will sit in 
designated shelters. 

 Wearing of Masks 
Wearing of masks for the first graders to the seventh graders 
is mandatory while they are in school. It is the parents’ 
responsibility to ensure that every child comes to school in a 
mask. However, Nursery and Reception children are exempt 
from wearing masks as advised by health experts.  

 Wash points 
Hand wash buckets have been placed at various points in 
the school to ensure all our learners have access to water 
for washing hands. Learners in higher grades will be 
encouraged to carry their own hand sanitizers
